

We are not amateurs, and not a company. We are instead a small branch of the provincial government in West Sweden, working with maintaining small nature reserves - and a couple of big ones. You will find our office by the shores of Hornborgasjön (Lake Hornborga) - our most famous and most demanding arena. One of our tasks is to take care of visitors, and guide them if they wish so. Birds are, of course, a major subject. Especially in spring, when 13-14.000 Eurasian Cranes are resting in the area. Lots of birdwatchers also attend the wetland of Hornborgasjön to search for Black-necked Grebes, Black Terns and other species which are pretty rare in the northern part of Europe.

To be guided is not free, however. We charge SEK 850 (roughly EUR 85) for one hour, and SEK 650 (EUR 65) for every following hour. (2008)
